This is an 88-year-old lady on hospice currently with history of congestive heart failure. Her other comorbidities include respiratory failure, shortness of breath, O2 dependency, Parkinson’s disease, cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure, lower extremity edema and dyspnea. The patient has had increased forgetfulness, increased confusion, increased memory loss most likely related to the patient’s hypoperfusion. She has symptoms of shortness of breath when she is awake, but she is sleeping more now during the day up to 16 hours total in 24 hours. KPS score is 40%. She requires special care at home. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and requires position changing to help eliminate or reduce chance of developing pressure sores. The patient has weight loss due to her cardiac cachexia and unavoidable. Overall prognosis is poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live on hospice care and is appropriate.
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
