Maria is a 99-year-old woman currently on hospice because of congestive heart failure. She has increased edema, right-sided heart failure, shortness of breath, and confusion. Confusion has increased in that she is only oriented to person only. She has increased shortness of breath. She is no longer able to walk with a cane or wheelchair because of shortness of breath. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her family and requires ADL care which she is totally 6/6 ADL dependent and is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has air hunger with movement, weight loss due to cardiac cachexia, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss which is unavoidable due to her congestive heart failure advanced stage and hypoperfusion related to her heart failure.
She remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
