Mr. Walterson is being certified for hospice at this time with endstage COPD.

This 67-year-old black gentleman with history of endstage COPD, tobacco abuse for years, hyperlipidemia, peripheral vascular disease, hypertension, diabetes, coronary artery disease, and unstable angina along with left below-the-knee amputation related to his diabetes and peripheral vascular disease has been placed on hospice because of his endstage COPD.
The patient’s other comorbidities include left-sided weakness, contractures related to his stroke, amputation as I mentioned; left below the knee, diabetes, hypertension, and history of TIAs.

The COPD has left the patient short of breath, dyspneic and hungry for air with any type of movement in the past and now even at rest.

He also lost weight because of his endstage COPD and not eating. He has developed cor pulmonale mild, lower extremity edema especially with increased salt intake. He is weak. He has decreased appetite. He continues to do poorly. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives at home with his family and help of caregiver. Overall prognosis is poor, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
