HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 35-year-old gentleman, teacher, comes in today with “hangnail” and swelling under the nail bed of the left fourth digit.

The patient takes no medication. He is not a diabetic. He suffers from no high blood pressure, anemia, diabetes or any other medical issues. He is a teacher as I mentioned.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not use any drugs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 189 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 70. Blood pressure 134/73.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

There is slight swelling below the left ring finger nail bed consistent with early paronychia. Area was cleansed, anesthetized and an incision was made to allow any pus that may be to be freed. No pus was noted.

Area was closed and then Keflex was added. There is no cellulitis. There is no lymphadenopathy. There are no other issues. The patient does not require IM injection at this time. He is going to start taking the Keflex, soaking it in Epsom salt and water. If it is not better in 24 to 48 hours, he will let me know.
