Dear Sirs at University of Michigan Transplant Center:

This letter is on behalf of Mr. Michael Earle who is a 49-year-old gentleman with end-stage renal disease secondary to diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Presently dialyzing with left-sided AV fistula.  Back in August 2023 did have tunnel dialysis catheter infection, completed antibiotics, catheter removed, developed pulmonary emboli likely related to the dialysis catheter.  There was a temporal relationship without evidence of deep vein thrombosis or prior history of that.  He received short-term anticoagulation, which has already been discontinued.  He is compliant with dialysis three days a week, diet, medications.  He is being evaluated by your service for a transplant.  As indicated above he does not require long-term anticoagulation and the dialysis catheter tunnel infection has resolved, being off antibiotics.  Please proceed further evaluation.
