CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of vomiting, weakness, rapid heartbeat and followup for diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his sister and he stated that three days ago he had a family dinner outside and the patient came back home started vomiting and there was no blood in the vomiting. The next day the patient felt better but was feeling very weak and he did not go to work and then the next day after that the patient continued to have mild nausea. His appetite was poor and the patient was getting very weak and that is why the patient called his sister and she brought the patient today. The patient has no more vomiting, but nausea is present and there is no diarrhea. The patient also has rapid heartbeat without any chest pain.
The patient has laboratory test done and results are reviewed and discussed in detail especially regarding his diabetes and the patient has not started the medication yet. His blood sugar reading today in the clinic was 234 mg/dL.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he was going to be started on Januvia 50 mg once a day along with low-carb diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives by himself. His smoking habits are none. Alcohol use is quit for past two months and he does fulltime job.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and there is no epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. However, the patient appears weak.
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
