CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sinus type headache.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for past few days she has nasal congestion associated with frontal headache and it is worsening now and the patient does not have any fever or chills. She had no cough or sputum production. The patient has a history of headache for past few months.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals sinus type headache and oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable. The patient has bilateral nasal congestion.
