CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rashes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has pruritic rashes on the upper back and few on the side of the abdomen and he never had this before. The patient has used hydrocortisone 2.5% cream without any relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or open wounds.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.

Skin examination reveals patches of dryness in the upper back mostly and few on the side of the abdomen and there are scratch mark, but there are no open wounds or cellulitis. No rashes below the baseline.
