HPI: An 87-year-old female with chronic left lower extremity pain. It has recently begun to affect her ambulation. She gets around with the use of a cane and has a noticeable limp. There has been no recent trauma to include falls that has occurred. She had a fall earlier this year, sustained a hip fracture, underwent ORIF and had skilled care with the outcome of return to walking. She has generally been able to do it independently, but recently started using a cane due to left hip and lower extremity pain. She has had a good response with Norco, which is taken routinely and staff states she does not have any change in her baseline cognition or alertness level.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left hip and leg pain. Norco 5/325 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. and staff will monitor again for any changes in baseline cognition or alertness.
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
