CC: Followed up with pulmonologist.

HPI: A 93-year-old female on O2-dependent interstitial fibrosis who has been followed by Dr. Tony Haddad who practices in Shawnee. When the patient was living in the area, she was faithful about her appointments and the question arose earlier this week when I saw her, her co-POA daughter-in-law Debbie Foreman asked whether she needed to keep the upcoming appointment with Dr. Haddad or was it possible for me to speak with him and see what his thoughts are to formulate a game plan. I spoke with Dr. Haddad at length, gave him information as to her medications, her recent bout of COVID and hospitalization for same three days and how she looks now post COVID, which is quite good. He related that the only thing that he would be doing on this visit is assessing whether her prednisone needed to be increased and revisit the issue of the patient did she want to try the new IPF drug Ofev. He stated that that had been a discussion they had before, but he was upfront with the cost and the side effects, which are numerous and all GI related. I told him that I had a patient who did a trial of it and after fighting with insurance to get the drug, she could only tolerate it for a week. So, his recommendation is continue what she is doing and, if there are any issues that arise, I have a cell number and can call him. I then spoke with her DIL Debbie Foreman and related the above conversation. She stated that she is happy with that result as Mrs. Foreman did not want to take the drive to Shawnee as it is rough on her all around. DIL is in agreement with continuing her care plan as is and will cancel the appointment with Dr. Haddad that is coming up in a few weeks. I then spoke with the patient directly and told her about my conversation with Dr. Haddad to include the new IPF drugs and the side effects that he has witnessed as and often patients’ intolerance taking the medication and that her DIL will cancel the appointment in Shawnee and the patient said “good, because I don’t want to go,” she said “it is just too hard on me to have to sit in the car for that long.” So, the patient is pleased with how she is feeling and how she is medically being treated and reassured her that we will contact Dr. Haddad if we need to at any point.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Pulmonary fibrosis on continuous O2. We will continue with current POC, which is prednisone 10 mg q.d. and continuous O2 at 4 liters. She is status post COVID and hospitalization and doing quite well.

2. Osteoporosis. She is on Fosamax 70 mg q. Saturday and will continue with that.

3. General care. The patient has Tylenol 650 mg ER one tablet b.i.d. with benefit.
