CC: Inappropriate comments.

HPI: An 80-year-old gentleman new to facility was seen yesterday for H&P and then today I am told by staff that he has made inappropriate flirtatious comments to young female staff, one in particular, asking around for a dinner date and just kind of standing or be placing himself around where she is and making it uncomfortable. I spoke to the patient about this and he contends that he is just joking, but I tried to show him how it is inappropriate and may come off in a way that he has no idea as he is probably 50 plus years older than the people he was flirting with. I spoke also to his son/POA Billy Collier who was very kind on the phone. I told him that I had met with his father, answered some questions, told him what I am doing as plan of care. I did bring up the previously known inappropriate flirtations or comments and that he was redirectable at that time, it was before I knew the information I just shared, so he apologizes for that and states that was not what his father was like and I reassured him that at times dementia changes a person.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, atrial fibrillation, HTN, GERD, and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/09 dictation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BPSD in the form of inappropriate flirtation or sexual comments directed toward young female staff working in facility. We will start progesterone 100 mg q.d. and discontinue Provera. The patient is also on fluoxetine for depressive disorder, he is on 20 mg q.d.; if needed, we can increase that as SSRIs have an effect of decreasing libido. I have also spoken with the ADON and DON about behaviors what to watch for and the treatment being started.
