CC: Skin breakdown.

HPI: A 73-year-old female with a left foot hammertoe. She has breakdown at the base of the toe and it is difficult to get in there and do wound care given the position of the toe. The patient is followed by Gentle Shepherd Home Health. The nurse contacted me today; she was doing wound care on the patient and did a telemedicine visit showing me what the wound looked like after she had done a lot of débriding; it looked much better. There is tissue that looks to be possible tendon and, at this point, her suggestion and my agreement is that wound care needs to be engaged. Last week, an order was sent for Previse Wound Care to see the patient; when they came, she was out of the facility with her daughter. The patient wants wound care to take a look at her, but she is aware she will be told when they are going to be here and she needs to stay in the facility.

DIAGNOSES: Left foot hammertoe with significant breakdown; this has been an on and off thing since admission, but at its worst at this point, Parkinson’s disease, and cognitive impairment.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from January MAR.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was seated in her room, she was focused on the TV, but would ask questions without looking at me.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 155/83, pulse 69, respirations 16, and weight 134 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x2, has to reference for date and time. She has a short attention span. She wants everything to be at her convenience and just does not have understanding of what goes in to taking care of her feet as well as other things.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Upper extremity tremor. Ambulatory. She is able to weightbear on her left foot. She uses a walker. No lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Wound care orders. The patient will be seen for dressing changes and care of the wound x3 weekly for the stage IV pressure wound on the plantar surface of the left second toe. The patient is referred to Dr. Patterson at Previse Wound Care for evaluation and treatment of this wound.
