HPI: A 75-year-old female who is status post left total knee replacement on 10/11/23, had wound dehiscence repair on 11/17/23, and then again on 01/03/24. Husband states that she was sitting at their dining room table and he pulled her back out from where she was sitting on the wheelchair and then next thing he knows her leg is bleeding from her knee incision. They went to the ER as her surgery was from Dr. West, an orthopedist with INTEGRIS. The patient was examined and found that she had dehiscence of her surgical incision 2 cm in length, it was cleaned and closed at bedside and she does have followup scheduled in Dr. West’s office and, at that time he will remove the incision she has in place. There was also an issue earlier this week with the patient’s daughter wanting her pain medication to be ibuprofen alone and wanted to have discontinuation of her Norco, which had already been done and then she wanted to discontinue tramadol stating that her mother was allergic to it and what she told staff is that it makes her act crazy and I explained that that is actually a side effect or an adverse reaction, but not an allergy.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Status post left total knee replacement on 10/11/23. She had initial wound dehiscence repair on 11/17/23 and then again on 01/03/24. She has scheduled followup with Dr. Derek West in his office and the sutures will be removed at that time.

2. Pain management. It will be with ibuprofen that the patient has which is at 600 mg and she can get it q.8h. p.r.n. and has ability to ask for it or her husband will ask for it and I have discontinued tramadol.
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
