CC: Congestion and sore on the bottom of his right foot.

HPI: A 61-year-old male seen in room. He is status post CVA and has expressive aphasia as well as right side hemiplegia. The patient is able to communicate with the staff that know him well; he will motion or make grunts and he responds with a yes grunt when I ask if he is congested and then I point to his sinuses and he nods and then his upper chest and he nods. I asked if he has cough and he motions that more or less, but no fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/66, pulse 89, respirations 14, and weight 226 pounds.

SKIN: exam of the bottom of his right foot, he has thickened scaly skin on both feet and then he has area where he had a large callus and it is cracked and he has discomfort in that area.

NEURO: The patient makes eye contact. He is still able to communicate his needs and he understands given information in general.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Congestion. Mucinex DM one tablet q.12h. x10 days and p.r.n.

2. Scaling thick tissue on the bottom of his feet. Triamcinolone cream 0.1% apply morning and h.s. to the soles of both feet and to a cracked area.
