CC: Daughter requests letter of need.

HPI: A 77-year-old female seen sitting in her wheelchair with other residents after dinner. She saw me and said hello, so I stopped and spoke to and she told me that she was feeling good and that she thought she was doing better, stated that she gets exercise through rehab and then propels herself around the hallways in a wheelchair for more exercise. I told her that she looked good and I was happy to see her feeling better. When she arrived here, the patient still had some residual weakness post hospitalization with SNF at Park West where she was approximately two weeks and she stated doing therapy.

DIAGNOSES: Gait instability now wheelchair, hypothyroid, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, and generalized muscle weakness.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/13 note.

DIET: Regular with mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and seated comfortably. She propels her manual wheelchair. She is able to transfer assist, but her goal is to get to where she can transfer herself. No lower extremity edema.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/65, pulse 80, respirations 14, and weight 142 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She had a normal effort and rate. Lungs relatively clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. General care. She is making good use of her time getting therapy and cooperative with care.

2. Social. We will contact her daughter Jennifer tomorrow and ask her specifically what type of letter she needs and we will accommodate that.
