CC: Referral request.

HPI: An 87-year-old gentleman with a history of cardiac disease to include HTN, hyperlipidemia, and coronary artery disease. He had been on a study protocol while he lived in Tulsa and his search for cardiologist participating in same study. It shows that there is no one here available. In the past, his cardiologist was Dr. Todd Lindley. He has been able to find his practice and he requests on my part a referral to him to reestablish care. Overall, the patient is feeling well. I saw his wife and he was speaking on her behalf and generally is a caretaker.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Referral request. I have completed a referral to Dr. Todd Lindley who was the patient’s previous cardiologist. Diagnoses: HTN, HLD and CAD. To set appointment, they will contact the patient at his personal phone number which is also provided and it is faxed to Dr. Lindley’s office. Area code: 405-242-5940 and hopefully, he will get contacted by the beginning of next week.
2. General care. I spoke with the patient at length regarding his concern for his wife’s changes that have occurred. She has a baseline of Parkinson’s disease, is followed by a neurologist who adjusted amantadine which had previously been one-half tablet p.o. b.i.d. and a couple of weeks ago, is increased to one tablet b.i.d. and he states his wife is now having hallucinations and just talking in a way that makes no sense and his daughter believes that it is the amantadine and wants it discontinued. I told him I am not going to do that that is the cardiologist role and it is used per the patient’s like. We can titrate it down slowly and see if there is any benefit. I explained to him what I was doing and what to watch for and he was happy with that.
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
