CC: X-ray followup.
HPI: A 94-year-old female who has a soft splint on her right ankle stating that she fell sustained a fracture of the right angle on 10/08/23. She states the braces become annoying. She would like to have it off. She is weight-bearing and walks with the use of a walker. Told her we would need to get an x-ray first, which we did and I have reviewed it with her today.
DIAGNOSES: Right ankle fracture on 10/08/23, but weightbearing at this point so x-ray review states no ankle fracture or dislocation, hind foot degenerative changes, mineralization decreased and chronic fibular deformity with calcaneal osteophytes. The impression is no ankle fracture or dislocation. So I told the patient she can remove the brace and continue ambulating as tolerated. Her daughter/POA Debbie is also contacted and made aware of these results.
