HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 72-year-old female patient here with having symptoms of urinary tract infection. She has bilateral flank pain. She says it feels different when she urinates although she denies any burning upon urination. She has had urinary tract infections before; she says this is what it feels like for her today as well.
ALLERGIES: She is allergic to CODEINE.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Progesterone, levothyroxine, and temazepam.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroid issues and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally will drink alcohol. Negative for drugs or smoking. She lives at home with her husband. Husband is retired. This patient continues to work at the front desk at a local school.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. No distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/48, pulse 90, respirations 16, temperature 98, oxygenation 98%, and current weight 116 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urinalysis, it was positive for nitrites.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Urinary tract infection. The patient will receive Rocephin 1 g as an injection to be followed by Cipro 500 mg twice a day for five days. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor her symptoms. Return to clinic or call me if not improved.
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
