PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He seems alert. He is apprehensive when I approach him due to the autism syndrome. He does allow me to inspect ear, nose, and throat however.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure unable to obtain. The patient has autism. He was not cooperative. Pulse 81, respirations 16, temperature 99.3, oxygenation 97%, and current weight 63 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area nonerythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test, which was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. The patient will receive Alahist DM 5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough #180 mL. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor symptoms. Return to clinic or call me if needed.
