CHIEF COMPLAINT: Eight days of misery.

HPI: The patient is a 56-year-old male who is known to have history of hypercholesterolemia, abnormal EKG and aortic valve sclerosis. He had been relatively stable. However, over the last several days, he had developed URI type symptoms to include cough, sore throat and overall feeling poorly. He states that he has had ongoing sore throat, but no chest pain. He feels somewhat better compared to a week ago. He has had mild chest discomfort and congestion associated with a URI. He has had no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Abnormal EKG.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Colon polyps.

4. Thrombocytopenia.

5. Lymphopenia.

6. Aortic valve sclerosis.
7. Hemorrhoids.

8. Left bundle-branch block.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He is status post skin graft to the right dorsum of the hand secondary to oil burn. He has had colonoscopy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Crestor 5 mg h.s. Additional medications include vitamin D one daily and tramadol 10 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother deceased at 85 with congestive heart failure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes occasional alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use. He is a civil engineer and property developer.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
The ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 73 bpm. There is left bundle-branch block.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/79, pulse 81, respiratory rate 17, weight 188.8 pounds.
The exam otherwise is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. He has history of elevated PSA.

2. Abnormal cholesterol.

3. Abnormal EKG.

4. URI.
PLAN: Lab work had been ordered to include CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel. He is to follow up with Dr. Dawud Lankford for elevated PSA. I will see him in the office in 4-6 six months.
