The patient indicated that he has had unprotected sex, but three or four days ago 48 hours or so he started having discharge from his penis with painful urination. He denies testicle pain.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional alcohol. Denies tobacco or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He denies testicular pain. He denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies body aches. He states that he is eating and drinking well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% on room air.
Blood pressure is 146/87.
Pulse is 86.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 99.1.

PENIS: Yellow discharge present. Testicular exam is negative _103__ sign. No mass. No tenderness to testicles. No hernia.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscle. No respiratory distress.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Gonorrhea.
2. Chlamydia.
3. Urethritis.
4. Urethral discharge.
PLAN: The patient received the following. Rocephin 500 mg IM. He was observed for approximately 15 to 20 minutes then reevaluated and he reports no side effects from the medication.

Sent home with the Zithromax 500 mg he would take two p.o. daily #2.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none. The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about STDs, protective coitus, and inform the partner that she must be treated. He strongly advised not to have sex with his partner again until that person is treated. He states that he understands and will comply.
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
