Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup visit with Mrs. Katt for right renal infarction with normal renal function, history of pulmonary embolism and history of anemia.  Her last visit was July 24, 2023.  She did have her reflux surgery done, it worked for a few months, but now she is having dysphagia once again following the surgery.  She did have another EGD done and will require another esophageal dilation, which is scheduled for March 2024.  She did have an eye exam and that revealed 20/20 vision with very early cataracts and her weight is down 10 pounds over the last six months due to the fact she is eating mostly liquid diet and pureed food in order to swallow without choking.  She has had no illnesses.  No new problems since her last visit.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  She is anticoagulated with Eliquis 5 mg twice a day and she does not require antihypertensives.  When she checks blood pressure at home it is usually 120 to 130/70 to 80.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 221 pounds, pulse is 75 and blood pressure is 140/88.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is obese.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 18, 2024.  Creatinine is normal at 0.84, albumin 4.2, calcium 9.3, phosphorus 3.0, normal electrolytes, hemoglobin is 14.4 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Right renal infarction with current normal renal function, history of anemia currently no anemia and history of pulmonary embolism anticoagulated with Eliquis.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to four months.  She will have a followup visit with this practice in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
