Thank you for this referral.

This 22-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He is a resident of Denton State Supported Living Center and recently he was found to have polycythemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability, history of cerebral palsy, history of spastic quadriplegia, history of seizure, and also history of polycythemia found in recent evaluation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in a wheelchair.
Eyes: He is legally blind.

ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. There is a feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His labs CMP showed alkaline phosphatase of 131. His TIBC was slightly high at 428, however iron was normal and ferritin was normal. His hemoglobin was 17.8, hematocrit was 54.9, and red cell count was 5.75 million.
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DIAGNOSIS: Polycythemia

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead repeat CBC once a month for next two months then we will see him again if it continues to stay up then we will consider flow cytometry and cytogenetic on the peripheral blood.
