Dear Dr. Fazio:

Thank you for this referral.

This 75-year-old female used to smoke one pack per day for about 10 years, however she quit 30 years ago and alcohol socially. She is allergic to sulfa, Augmentin, opioids, and tramadol.

SYMPTOMS: She is here because she has been sent by Dr. Fazio for evaluation. She says she may be anemic.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and history of coronary artery disease. She had two stents placed in December 2022. The patient also has history of hyperlipidemia and history of seizure disorder since 1970 when she had the first seizure.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on carbamazepine 200 mg twice daily. She is on hydralazine 25 mg once daily. She is on metoprolol 25 mg once daily, spironolactone 25 mg once daily, pilocarpine 5 mg three times daily, and Singulair 10 mg daily. She was taking Prasugrel 10 mg, however recently she had been stopped.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 173 pounds, blood pressure 148/84.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of seizure disorder. She is on carbamazepine.

2. Coronary artery disease and hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point it is not clear if she is anemic and what kind since we do not have any lab results so we will go ahead and draw CBC, iron, reticulocyte count, CMP, and folic acid level once available we could make further recommendations. Since the patient has been on carbamazepine she could be anemic on that account nonetheless once lab is available we will make further recommendations.
