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1. DA, 64-year-old gentleman, presented with a blood sugar of 456. He had just started on Glucotrol XL. He was not in DKA. He had full workup done which was negative. Subsequently, his A1c was 11.2. He was given IV fluid, 10 units of insulin, blood sugar came down to 250 and he was sent out. He was not given the option to stay; he said, if he had given the option, he would not stay. The patient is doing much better now.
2. AI, is a 51-year-old gentleman who presents with rectal bleeding, bright red blood per rectum. CBC, CMP, PT and PTT negative. Given IV fluids and diagnosed with internal hemorrhoids, treated with Anusol-HC, sent home. The patient is doing much better now.

3. JF, is a 23-year-old young lady with cramps, difficulty breathing, seven or eight weeks pregnant, pain was definitely epigastric. She was treated with Zofran, but the white count was 19,000. Dr. Mata indicates white count a “little high.” I have not been able to try to get hold of the patient to have that repeated or going to her primary care doctor yet, we will continue to try. The patient should have been kept and the white count should have been repeated at least or a hospitalist’s consult would have been useful.

4. MG, is a 39-year-old woman who comes in with fever, cannot keep anything down. She has a history hypertension and diabetes. She has flu and strep. Treated with Zofran and azithromycin and was sent home. The phone number left in the emergency room was nonworking number.

5. JJ, is a 26-year-old, comes in with back of the head hurting and dizziness. CBC, CMP, and CT negative. Sent home with diclofenac. He is doing a little bit better. He was happy with the care received.
6. EG, is a 20-year-old young man, comes in for removal of sutures from his right hand. His sutures were removed. No sign of infection. Left message for him to call me back.

7. FH, is an 88-year-old gentleman who comes in with blood in his Foley catheter. CBC, CMP, PT and PTT negative. He was taken off his aspirin and Plavix. I talked to the nursing home and placed on Cipro. Today, the bleeding has stopped. He was told to restart the Plavix and aspirin in three days by Dr. Mata.
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8. AP, is a 31-year-old male, comes in with knee pain. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with contusion and sent home. The patient was happy with the care received.

9. AG, 48-year-old, comes in with a Q-tip left in his ear. It was removed and the patient saw his primary care doctor today. He was very happy with the care received.

10. SB, is a 22-year-old young lady with abdominal pain and dehydration. Lab work, amylase and lipase within normal limits. Given IV fluids. Treated with Protonix and Zofran and sent home without any issues or problems. She was happy with the doctor as well.

11. SK, is a 17-year-old young lady with abdominal pain. She had full workup including CBC, CT and CMP, all within normal limits including UA. No pregnancy. Diagnosed with constipation. Left message for mother to call back.

12. KM, is a 67-year-old woman with the right breast pain and shoulder pain. The patient apparently took a fall at home. She had a fractured right humerus head and is going to see the specialist. Her pain is controlled and she was happy with the care received when I talked to her today.

13. HP, is an 11-year-old young man with fever and swab tests were negative. No prescriptions were given. Left message for mother to call back.

14. RF, is a 9-year-old young man with fever, cough, and congestion. Again, swab tests negative. Sent home with no medication. No one answered the phone and I was not able to leave a message.
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
