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1. JB, is a 24-year-old with cough, shortness of breath and back pain. He left without being seen. He did not answer the phone to ask him what the circumstances were around him leaving.

2. EC, is a 50-year-old with headache, dizziness, and chills. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Placed on Z-PAK. She is doing better, liked the doctor very much.

3. CM, is an 11-year-old young man who was assaulted at school; he was pushed against a wall. No x-rays were done. Everything on the exam was negative. Mother was happy with the care and the child is doing fine today.

4. MN, 60-year-old male with a right toe infection. White count of 18,000. Dr. A thought he might have osteomyelitis. X-rays were negative. Nevertheless, the patient refused to stay because he had to go feed his dog. Dr. Algilani explained to him that he can lose the foot and/or die if his gangrene that he already has developed will worsen. The patient was called, but no one answered today.

5. JB, is a 6-month-old with cough, wheezing, and congestion. White count 15,000. Swab test was negative. Treated with Amoxil and albuterol. Doing better. Mother was very happy with the care.

6. AB, 14-year-old with a possible head injury. Left before triage. No one answered the phone. I left message.

7. IW, 20-year-old young lady with chest pain. Cardiac workup negative. Case discussed with cardiology and was sent home with Motrin. She is trying to get an appointment with a cardiologist because her heart rate is between 90 and 110 on no medication, but she was happy with the care that she received.
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8. OE, is a 14-year-old with earache, cough, congestion, chest fullness. Flu A diagnosed along with otitis media. Given Amoxil. Most of his pain was in his pain. He is already doing better.

9. KR, is a 45-year-old woman with abdominal pain and low back pain. CBC, CMP, amylase, lipase, CT and urinalysis showed urinary tract infection. The patient was treated as such. No one answered the phone today.

10. RW, 72-year-old woman with vomiting and dizziness. Blood pressure elevated, but recovered during the ER visit. CBC, CMP, and CT of the head negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Sent home with Keflex. I asked if she was given the option to stay, she said, “no. I was not very sick and I had only vomited once. So, I wasn’t going to stay anyway.”

11. JL, is a 33-year-old with contact dermatitis around her breast, treated with steroid cream and the phone number that was left was a bad number.

12. JP, 45-year-old with cough, congestion, body ache, and temperature of 100. Positive strep. Treated with Z-PAK. Doing better. Mother was very happy with the care.

13. XC, 19-year-old with chest pain. Blood pressure initially 157/104. It recovered 127/60 before discharge. Cardiac workup was negative. Dr. Klem was notified. EKG was shared with Dr. Klem and the patient was sent home with antiinflammatory. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
