FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 62-year-old gentleman on hospice with dementia. The patient has severe behavioral issue and has required more medication since last visit to continue caring for him at a group home. He appears to be confused and sleeps very little. He is on Invega injectable weekly, Seroquel, Depakote, Abilify, Lamictal, Benadryl, Effexor, Vistaril, trazodone, Remeron, Norvasc and thyroid medication to control his blood pressure, his hypothyroidism and his severe agitation. The patient has strong signs of weakness. He lives in a group home. He has never been married. He moved here from India in 1981, with his father. He had worked in grocery stores when he was able to work. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is no longer able to care for himself and requires help of the folks at the group home to care for him. He meets the criteria for endstage Alzheimer’s dementia and continues to show decline.
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
