FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 71-year-old white gentleman, currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient originally from Louisiana, divorced and has two kids; one lives in Dallas and one in Florida, which he does not see them very much. He lives in a group home at this time. Since last certification, the patient has become weaker and looks pale. He continues to smoke. He does not drink alcohol at this time. He does not use oxygen. Per records at the group home, he has lost 4½ pounds. He suffers from congestive heart failure at this hospice diagnosis, but he also suffers from severe peripheral vascular disease. He has left leg stent placed and right above-the-knee amputation and he continues to smoke despite these issues. I have reviewed his medications that used to control his pain and control his blood pressure and his severe neuropathy, which appeared to be working at this time except he states at nighttime his neuropathy tends to get worse. The patient has continued to decline from last visit. He has a KPS score of 40% and remains on hospice at this time.
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
