He suffers from diabetes, hypertension, coronary artery disease, unstable angina, history of myocardial infarction and recurrent TIAs. The patient is wheelchair bound with right below-the-knee amputation. He also has decreased appetite, chronic renal insufficiency, wears a Pull-Up because he is becoming bowel and bladder incontinent. He lives n a group home. The patient since last visit has become much weaker and has a KPS score of 40%. His congestive heart failure leaves him short-winded at times with prolonged sentences, also with any type of activity. He also has trouble sleeping at nighttime because of sundowner’s syndrome, confusion and neuropathic pain related to his current diagnosis. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Thomas.
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
