HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 27-year-old female patient here with a complaint of a cat bite on her left hand. It is an indoor cat. This happened yesterday. She has subsequent swelling and erythema to that left hand as well.
No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Gastroesophageal reflux, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and C-section.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: MUCINEX.
IMMUNIZATIONS: The patient did have a recent tetanus booster as well.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally will drink alcohol socially. Nonsmoker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/79. Pulse 88. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 253 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left hand, on the dorsal surface, it can be easily seen where the cat had puncture wounds. There is an approximate diameter of 3-inch erythema with some mild edema, nothing looks ominous at this time.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cat bite.
2. The patient will receive Rocephin 1 g as an injection to be followed by Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. x7 days.

3. I have advised her that she needs to keep very close watch on this and she will monitor this and then return to clinic or to the emergency room if she feels at any point that this is getting a bit worse. The patient verbalizes understanding. She will return here or the ER if needed.
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
