HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old male patient, complains of infection on his gum line. He does have some prior abscess on the lower molars he has had before. He tells me that tomorrow he is getting his teeth pulled to remedy this situation.
He complains of pain to that area as well as on the right forward molars.
No other issues brought forth today.
No other issues verbalized.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, migraines, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia and procedure to the right shoulder.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Concerning the current medications, he does have them, he did not list them on the sheet today, but he does take medications for asthma and hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Continues to smoke one pack per day. He is not interested in quitting.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He is alert. He does look in some discomfort. He keeps bringing his hand to his jaw complaining of the pain.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/93 elevated because of his pain level of 4/10. Pulse mildly tachycardic at 113 for the same reason. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 96%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Oral Cavity: He does have teeth, the right forward incisors on the bottom that do show what appears to be a bit of an abscess. He complains of pain to that area as well. His dentition is very poor. Once again, he is going to get dentures starting tomorrow.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right lower jaw tooth abscess. The patient will be given Rocephin as an injection to be followed by Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. for seven days.
2. He must follow up with his dentist.

3. Plan of care has been reviewed with the patient.
