PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She does not look as though she is in any distress. She has good color to her, answers all my questions today.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/63, pulse 96, respirations 18, temperature 98.7, oxygenation at 98%, and current weight 63 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area nonerythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. Bowel sounds are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough recovering well. The patient has cough medicine at the house. No new medications are needed today.
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
