PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/63, pulse 107, respirations 16, temperature 98.6, and oxygenation at 99%.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Do show bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, however, the left side is far worse. Oropharyngeal area nonerythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left-sided otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL 8 mL p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #160 mL. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and monitor symptoms and return back to clinic if needed.
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
