HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 12-year-old male patient here complaining of right foot pain, in particular the right big toe. He has an ingrown nail and it is causing him some pain.

No other issues verbalized to me today. Apparently, he has been cutting the nail too short resulting in an ingrown nail on the lateral side.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/51, pulse 68, respirations 18, temperature 98.1, oxygenation 99%, and current weight 123 pounds.
HEENT: Unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur. Regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right foot, the right great toe, he does have an apparent infection with erythema both the lateral and medial side. However, I do not feel it warrants removing the nail at this time. We are going to try antibiotic therapy and he is going to soak it in Epsom salt on a nightly basis and attempt to remove the overlying skin from top of the nail by pulling it aside, he is going to do that, he is going to be on Augmentin for therapy.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right ingrown toenail. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. Epsom salt soaks. Return to clinic in 10 days for a followup evaluation.
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
