SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male has been in treatment for bipolar mood disorder, depression, hypertension, hypothyroidism, and arthritis. Currently, he has been undergoing legal trouble as he sold his car to someone of them who has not paid the tickets. This morning, he was supposed to go to the court but he described that he has been feeling good. He is a little bit anxious but denies any depression, anxiety, any mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He claim medication has been helping and he is taking his medication consistently. He has a bigger support from his wife and his brother. The patient is alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. He sounds fairly well and have no involuntary movement. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. The patient was provided support and encouraged to work on his difficulties and it will be done appropriately to which he agreed. The patient wants the refill of the all prescription.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, hypertension, and arthritis.

PLAN: Continue trazodone 50 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg 24-hour XL one tablet daily for 30 days, duloxetine 30 mg daily, and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. A 30 day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained. The patient provided the consent and also likes to continue the treatment. We will make an appointment in four weeks.
