The patient is a 61-year-old father of three who maintains contact only with his son. He is retired and lives on Social Security Disability.

DIAGNOSES: His diagnoses include:

1. PTSD with nightmares and severe anxiety resulting from his experiences associated with the World Trade Center catastrophe.

2. Major depression, now in remission.

3. Alcohol use disorder, now in remission.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: 

1. Ambien 10 mg h.s. p.r.n insomnia.

2. Baclofen 20 mg q.i.d. for prevention of alcohol relapse.

3. Klonopin 1 mg t.i.d p.r.n. anxiety.

4. Seroquel 200 mg b.i.d.

5. Trazodone 100 mg h.s. p.r.n. insomnia.

The patient is unable to work because of continuing symptoms of PTSD and the likelihood that he would relapse into alcohol abuse should he be put under excessive stress.
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
