Indreidy Ramirez was seen for evaluation of hyperthyroidism.

She has a history of rapid heart rate, abnormal thyroid function tests, and recent TPO antibody test positive.

Otherwise, she is very symptomatic from her hyperthyroidism.

Past history is unremarkable.

Family History: Possible thyroid problems in her grandmother.

Social History: She is a physician, originally from Brazil and now working in the Detroit area. She does not smoke or drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Metoprolol 25 mg daily and methimazole 5 mg daily.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 110/68 and pulse rate about 72 per minute, regular sinus rhythm. Weight 235 pounds. The thyroid gland about twice normal size and smooth in contour. There is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent lab test have shown a TSH less than 0.01, free T4, elevated and she states that her TPO antibody test was positive with a negative TSI antibody.

IMPRESSION: Hyperthyroidism, likely secondary to Graves’ disease or possibly Hashitoxicosis.

At this point, I have asked her to continue the current program and to return for followup in about six weeks.

Further evaluation for Graves’ disease will occur at her next visit.
