Dear Jennifer:

This is a followup for Mrs. Doepker with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, coronary artery disease, prior aortic valve replacement CHF, prior right-sided nephrectomy, clear cell renal cancer.  Last visit in July.  Atrial fibrillation cardioverted in sinus rhythm.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no chest pain, palpitations, dyspnea, orthopnea, PND or syncope.  Minor edema stable overtime.  Other review of system is negative.  Blood pressure at home in the 120s/70s.

Medication:  Takes vitamin D125, Coumadin, blood pressure amlodipine, losartan, bisoprolol, Bumex, cholesterol treatment, and potassium replacement.   I want to highlight the Ozempic.

Physical Exam:  Present weight 198 pounds and previously 216 pounds.  Blood pressure 124/56. Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Appears regular today.  Lungs are clear without consolidation or pleural effusion.  Obesity of abdomen.  No tenderness or masses.  No ascites.  2+ edema bilateral stable.

Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.86, which is baseline.  Present GFR 28 stage IV.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous normal.  Minor increase of PTH at 105.  No gross anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. Right-sided nephrectomy clear cell renal cancer, no recurrence.

3. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.

4. Other chemistries with kidney disease stable.  Does not require changes on diet, medications or binders.

5. Atrial fibrillation recent cardioversion.  Remains on beta-blockers and anticoagulated with Coumadin.  No active bleeding.

6. Aortic valve replacement and CHF.  Continue salt and fluid restriction, diuretics, blood pressure medications, potassium replacement.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
