SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and significant osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in a wheelchair and keeps his eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His CBC was within normal limit and creatinine was 0.69.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Intellectual disability.

2. Osteoporosis.

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RECOMMENDATIONS: Several attempts were made to establish an IV however there were not successful sorry we could not give Reclast on account of not able to establish the IV. Since the patient is confined to bed or wheelchair most of the time, I think that significantly reduce his risk for fracture and if we are not able to give him Reclast at this point and if we have to defer it in my opinion we might be okay may be in three to four months after good hydration if we see him again then we might be able to establish an IV site. Also, the reason being that is it is so cold outside so his extremities were also not warm and may be that could have been the reason why we could not find any vein.
