CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Ulises Lopez is a well-known 36-year-old gentleman who was seen here on Saturday with bronchitis, negative COVID, negative flu and strep, was treated with Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Decadron and Rocephin. The patient is feeling much better. He does have some sweats and he does have what looks like cough from time-to-time that it comes and goes. He is concerned about the possibility of pneumonia.

He has been eating well. He has had no nausea, vomiting, or other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Still finishing up Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does drink from time-to-time. He does not smoke. He lives with wife and children. They have not been sick.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 232 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 18. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 130/80.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Chest x-ray shows pneumonia, but confirms bronchitis.

3. Continue with Z-PAK.

4. Finish Medrol Dosepak.
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5. Written more Bromfed DM, called to Cleveland Pharmacy.

6. Chest x-ray discussed with the patient.

7. May return to work tomorrow.

8. Recheck of the patient’s flu, COVID and strep test today, are completely negative as well. This was discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
