She states she has been getting physical therapy regularly and feels like she is making some improvement, approximated 20%, trying to be more active, going to physical therapy two times a week, walking with improvement in pain, continued painful weightbearing, talked to orthopedist to follow up on 02/15/24. To continue physical therapy until seen by him. She states she is getting strength in her buttocks from specific exercise and physical therapy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: 1 to 2+ tenderness on lateral rotation of right hip with localizing pain to right anterior superior thigh beneath the pelvis. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. 

IMPRESSION: Followup right hip injury.

PLAN: Advised to continue physical therapy and follow up with orthopedist. Follow up here on 02/20/2024 after seen by orthopedist. Continue physical therapy. Until then, to continue medications. Continue off-work status because of pain and because of no light duty at work, requiring standing, lifting, and movement which the patient is unable to tolerate at this time. 
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
