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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy, incomplete.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Colorectal cancer screening, previous failed colonoscopy due to looping.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the anorectal area and advanced into the sigmoid colon without complications. Further advancement was not possible beyond this area due to significant looping and difficulty in advancing an adult colonoscope. The scope was withdrawn and then adult upper endoscope was used. Using the upper adult endoscope, this area was traversed. However, the maximum extent reached was transverse colon due to the limited length of the upper adult endoscope. Biopsies taken from sigmoid colon area where the looping was happening. Focal inflammation was noted in this area most likely secondary to diverticulosis.

FINDINGS: Colonoscopy: Incomplete. Significant looping at sigmoid area with surrounding inflammation, likely segmental colitis associated with diverticulosis. 
PLAN: Follow up in the office to discuss next steps. If the patient is willing to proceed with a colonoscopy, recommend repeating the procedure at Orlando Health or Advent Health Hospital with a thin enteroscope. If the patient is unwilling, can consider fecal immunochemical test or CT colonography.
