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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he used to be a boxer for the military.  The patient tells me that he was boxer for the military between 1987 to 1988.  The patient tells me that he had many boxing matches.  He was wearing head gear.  He got hit in the head multiple times.  He got hit so many times and he does not remember how many times he was hit.  However, he was knocked out completely out of consciousness for at least 7 to 8 times.  The patient tells me that he got hit in the head and fell to the ground and complete loss of consciousness.  Usually, they are few seconds to few minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient usually feels head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that, this happened at least 7 to 8 times.  The patient tells me he kept fighting.  Usually half of the match would have severe head pain and dizziness.
The patient now has significant memory loss.  He has got poor memory.  He has significant headaches.  He is dizzy.  He also has significant lightheadedness.  The patient tells me has headaches on everyday basis.  It is affecting him.  The headache is mostly every single day since 1988 according to the patient.  He also has difficulty sleeping.  The patient has been taking topiramate, for the headaches.
The patient is currently not working.  He states he is not able to work.  He tells me he is not able to work for a longtime.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from being a boxer and gets hit in the head multiple times during 1987 to 1988.  He tells me that he got hit in the head many times during boxing matches.  He tells me that he got hit in the head so many times, he does not remember how many times.  However, he can remember there are 7 to 8 times hit in the head, he has completely loss of consciousness.  They are usually lasting few seconds to few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  Currently, he has significant headaches.  He has headaches everyday.  He also has memory deficits.  He also has dizziness and lightheadedness.  He has poor memory.  It is my opinion that the repeated head injury resulted in loss of consciousness, chronic headaches, dizziness, lightheadedness, poor memory are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  He has significant poor memory on examination today.  He missed all 5 on delay recall and the MoCA examination. His MoCA examination score is 23/30.
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
