The patient is wheelchair bound and also has severe air hunger, anxiety, chronic dyspnea with even speaking, definitely short of breath with any kind of activity. He is too weak to get out of the wheelchair unless he has help. He lives with his wife who is also quite ill, but she considered his caregiver at this time. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has lost 2.5 pounds since last visit. He continues to have shortness of breath. He continues to have increased dyspnea and weight loss and continues to require medication for both for pain and anxiety. The patient decline is unavoidable and for this reason remains hospice appropriate. His KPS score is 40% and has most likely less than six months to live.
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
