He lives with his spouse Carla who is concerned his primary caregiver. The patient has hypoxemia given his anemia is hypoventilation. His O2 sat is around 88% on room air. He is expected to do poorly and meets the criteria for hospice admission. He has most likely less than six months to live.
His recent H&H is 7.6 and 24.4 which is partly responsible for his severe weakness. He has protein-calorie malnutrition with albumin of 3.4. The patient most recent bone marrow biopsy showed myelodysplastic myeloproliferative neoplasm despite aggressive. He has not responded to hydroxyurea and/or transfusion and has decided against any further workup and treatment and is now being admitted to hospice for end-of-life care.
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
