Mrs. Simpson is a 64-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2008. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, glaucoma, asthma, neuropathy, and lupus. For her diabetes, she is on Humalog 28 units if her blood glucose is greater than 300 and glimepiride 2 mg once daily. Her last hemoglobin A1c is 8.6%. She reports diabetic peripheral neuropathy, which complicates the management of her diabetes. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. The patient reports intolerance to Soliqua as well as Farxiga.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 8.6%. She failed Soliqua and failed Farxiga due to intolerance. At this point, my recommendation is to add Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly and continue glimepiride 2 mg one daily. She may continue Humalog based on sliding scale 2 units every 50 mg/dL and glucose greater than 150.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, check current lipid panel.

4. For her diabetic peripheral neuropathy, she is on gabapentin 600 mg.
