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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 65-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient had a proteinuria that was related to mesangioproliferative glomerulonephritis that was diagnosed by kidney biopsy that was done in 2020. The patient has been placed on the administration of Farxiga in combination with Kerendia. Today, the patient comes for a followup. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 01/18/2024, the patient remains with a creatinine of 1.37. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The estimated GFR is 43 mL/min. This patient has a total protein of 7.5 and albumin of 4.2. Very stable condition. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 634 mg/g of creatinine. At the beginning of our intervention, the patient had 1.7 g/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has HIV that is treated and followed by Dr. Lacson.

3. The patient is positive for rheumatoid arthritis, is followed by Dr. A. Torres and at the present time the patient is treated with Actemra.

4. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 5.1.

5. Arterial hypertension. The latest blood pressure reading is 126/77. The patient remains in a stable condition. We are going to follow her in about four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 18 minutes in the face-to-face and 8 minutes in the documentation.
