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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white male that is a patient at the NeuroRestorative Facility in Wauchula, Florida that has been referred by Dr. Benjaminson for evaluation of the kidney function. The patient has a history of a seizure disorder, arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, sleep apnea, and a traumatic brain injury that is manifested by seizures. The patient had an ultrasound of the kidney in which the right kidney measures 10.8 cm in length and left kidney is 14.2 cm in length. There was no evidence of discrete renal masses or calcifications or obstructions and there was no evidence of hydronephrosis. The patient has had a kidney function that is stable. In the last visit to the hospital that was generated on January 20, 2024, by chest pain, the laboratory workup at the hospital showed that the patient had a creatinine of 1.3 and a BUN of 22 and an estimated GFR of 61.2. At that time, the blood sugar was 162. We do not have a hemoglobin A1c and I do not have urine results. It is difficult for me to complete the assessment without the laboratory workup that was ordered. We are going to get in touch with the facility and we are going to send the orders of the laboratory workup for the next appointment. All the information that we have apparently could not be sent because the numbers that we have were for Sarasota, Florida.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

3. Hypothyroidism.

4. The patient is a newly diagnosed diabetic that is taking metformin 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. without a hemoglobin A1c.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.
6. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that has been compensated and, as mentioned before, we are going to get the adequate workup to continue and have the assessment updated in this particular case.
I invested 12 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory and the visit to the hospital, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 9 minutes.
