CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of generalized weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been feeling generalized weakness without any focal deficit and the patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency. Also he was recently treated for constipation and started feeling better now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, excessive weight gain or weight loss, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

The patient denied any focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance and he does not have any significant focal weakness at this time.
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
