CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient reported severe pain in the left chest wall.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has left intercostal neuritis and it is worsening especially upon coughing or sneezing. Pain is sometimes intolerable and it is up to 9 or 10 on the scale of 0-10. The patient has been given gabapentin it is minimally effective. The patient had PET scan, which did not show any lesion in the chest wall. He has a history of lung cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.
This is telehealth visit.

ASSESSMENT: Intercostal neuritis.
PLAN: Continue gabapentin everyday.

Start Norco 5/325 mg one tablet twice a day as needed.

Start Colace 100 mg one tablet p.o. daily as needed for constipation.
The patient is referred to Elmhurst Health Center.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
